 Financial Assistance Grants 

The Charitable Trust provides small financial assistance grants to 

persons with disabilities who meet the eligibility criteria for dis-

ability and income. Currently, the Charitable Trust is able to pro-

vide assistance only to residents of Missouri. Two types of grants 

are available through the program. 

General Charitable Grants:  These grants are avail-

able for a wide range of needs including medical or 

dental care, personal goods and services, rehabilita-

tion, education and transportation. Grants are 

awarded quarterly. 

Urgent Medical and Health Care Grants:  These 

grants are available only for medical or health care 

needs that require immediate intervention. Grants are 

awarded bi-weekly. 

This program is funded by Midwest Special Needs Trust (MSNT), 

a non-profit organization established for the purpose of adminis-

tering trust services for persons with disabilities.
